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	Course Description 


Grade 9 Core French is divided into four different strands of outcomes – Communication, Culture, General Language Education and Language.  Throughout the year students will have multiple opportunities to meet the Core French outcomes.  

General Curriculum Outcomes:

· Communication: Students will be expected to communicate effectively in French, both orally and in writing; and to interact appropriately in a variety of situations that relate to their needs and interests. 

· Culture: Students will be expected to demonstrate an appreciation and understanding of Francophone cultures, while comparing them with their own cultures, as well as an appreciation and understanding of Canada’s multicultural reality. 

· General Language Education: Students will be expected to choose and implement strategies to facilitate their communication in French and their learning. 

· Language: Students will be expected to recognize and use in context elements of the linguistic code, orally and in writing, to facilitate their communication in French
Assessment and Evaluation:  

Student performance will be assessed in a variety of ways, which may include partner and class discussions, oral presentations, role-playing, quizzes, tests, teacher observations, projects, question/answer situations, reading comprehension activities, and written and oral evaluations. Assessment will be ongoing throughout the year. Students will be assessed on a 4-point rubric:

4 Student has demonstrated a complete and thorough understanding of the outcome being assessed 

3 Student has demonstrated an expected understanding of the outcome being assessed 

2 Student has a limited/developing understanding of the outcome being assessed 

1 Student has not demonstrated an understanding of the outcome being assessed
